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Introduction

The Pa’0 people (Burmese: 0s3&scuejjs; Kham Dom Pa'0: 0s3ic3-¢]; Kham Kaung Pa’0:
0a368c3.6]|o) are an ethnic minority in the east of Myanmar. Numbering around 750-875,000
people, the Pa'0O use the Myanmar script for their language, with various extensions for
characters not used in Burmese language.

Pa’'0 can be broadly divided into Northern Pa’'O (locally known as Kham Kaung; a&emog) and
Southern Pa’'O (Kham Dom; agze:ﬂg) groups, who use different dialects and different
orthographies. Kham Kaung groups are found in the uplands of southern Shan State, Karenni
State, and Kham Dom groups in the lowlands of Karen State, Mon State and Bago region and
number around 100,000 people.

In 2024, Unicode 16 added the Pa'O numerals in the newly added Unicode Extended C range
at 116D0-116D9. To the same range, this document proposes the addition of three characters
needed for Kham Dom orthography. Further details about the orthography’s development
can be found in Appendix 4. Official letters of support can be found in Appendix 5.

1. MYANMAR CONSONANT SIGN KHAM DOM PAO LA PAN

This is the medial consonant LA that combines with consonants KA or PA to

produce KLA or PLA. In Southern Pa'0 it is called co0¢s, which means ‘la below’
and it is written as a horizontal line below the base consonant, above any

= other diacritics below. In Northern Pa’'0, the subjoined LAé%is used instead

(u+1039, 101C), while S'gaw uses u+1060 MYANMAR CONSONANT SIGN

MON MEDIAL LA ¢ LaPan normally stretches to the width of the base

consonant.

2. MYANMAR VOWEL SIGN KHAM DOM PAO HTUAM PLA

This is a grapheme that is used in conjunction with other vowel signs to write
Faity vowel sounds that are unique to Pa’'O language. It is written with a diagonal
""" line below the base consonant of a grapheme cluster, to the left of any other
diacritics below. In Southern Pa’O this character is called o(c?g;zc_ﬂa which means
‘ride arrow". In Northern Pa’'O the equivalent character is u+103D % MYANMAR
CONSONANT SIGN MEDIAL WA'.

3. MYANMAR SIGN KHAM DOM PAO AKHAM SONG PRONG

This is a tonemark that represents a mid level tone. It is written with three
dots or circles in a vertical line. In Southern Pa’'O this tonemark is called

tonemark is u+108F ::s MYANMAR SIGN RUMAI PALAUNG TONE-5.

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Encoding order and rendering

116E4 La pan should be stored after a consonant in a medial position between medialRa
(u+103C) and medialWa (u+103D), before any vowel characters and tonemarks. This follows
Unicode’s default ‘inside-out’ stacking behaviour for diacritics, as well as keeping medial
letters in linguistic and alphabetic order (ya, ra, la, wa, ha). LaPan does not occur with
medialYa (u+103B) or medialRa, but can combine with medialWa. See appendix 2 for all
sequences with laPan.

116E5 Htuam pla should be stored immediately after medial consonants medialYa, medialRa
and laPan (u+116E9), immediately before eSign (u+1031). As with medialWa and medialHa in
Burmese language, fonts should process HtuamPla to sit below the consonant, to the left of
medialYa, and to the left of below vowels uMark (u+102F) and uuMark (u+1030). HtuamPla
does not occur with medialWwa. MedialHa (u+103E) is not used in Kham Dom orthography. See
appendix 3 for all sequences with htuampPla.

116E6 Akham som prong, like other Myanmar tonemarks, should be stored in final position,
at the end of a grapheme cluster.
